to approve Agenda with additions, second by Kay. Motion passed. 

There were no congregation members present to address the council. 

There were no committee updates. 

The Pastor’s report was given. 

 Pastor recently had 2 large funeral preparations. One included significant pastoral care. He also had a baptism. 

Pastor also participated in a burial.  

VBS was completed in June and was a success. Next year we are hopeful the numbers will grow. Pastor is thankful 

for all the support of the participants and volunteers. 

Pastor will continue with shut-in and home visits. There is a sign up in the Narthex for those who would like a 

home visit. 

Thank you for hosting Stringwood. It was a wonderful evening. The participants expressed gratitude and hope to 

add us to their venues next year. 

The Treasures report given and placed on file for audit at a later date. Offerings have improved with worship                       

services every Sunday through the summer. 

The president’s report was given. Dick also expressed his appreciation of Stringwood and their involvement with 

youth. If we are a Stringwood has expressed a wish to add to their venue next year, we hope to encourage                             

increased promotion next year. 

Under mission, money was collected to purchase much needed food for Pastor Mioche’s school in Haiti. He                      

expressed much appreciation for our continued support of this ministry. 

There was no correspondence. 

Old Business: 

A)  Water damage is again present to the left of the organ. We continue to assess the situation. We spoke 

with Tyler Johnson regarding previous repairs to the bell tower. There was concern about continued 

water damage from the bell tower. He is going to do some water testing to see if additional repairs are 

needed. A second coat of tar will be added to the bell tower. 

B)  Parking lot gravel. There was new gravel placed. Sorums placed the gravel. 

C)  There is some cement repair that needs to be completed on the front steps. This was repaired years 

ago, but additional work is now needed. We will attempt to contact Norse Construction for addition 

repairs.

D)  Tree removal. Down section of the Maple tree was removed from the cometary. There are several                        

Arbor Vita trees that are damaged. Forestry recommended waiting to see if the trees can recover by 

fall. If further work is needed, we will review this with the Cemetery committee. 

E)   Window Funds.  We owe approx. $2800. With the T-shirt and sweat sales, we will still owe $1700. This 

will need to be addressed further at our next meeting. There are potential opportunities for funds                        

available.   

New Business 

A)   Star Tribune article today focuses of the challenges of sustaining a rural church. Attendance has been 

dropping at rural churches, as well as at suburban and city churches.  Declining attendance, aging                     

congregations and transition away from main stream churches contribute to this unprecedented                   

decline. ELCA has lost approximately 1/3 of its membership since 1990. Most families still identify as 

Christian, but do not regularly attend worship. The questions are, how do we remain faithful to our 

calling amidst the challenges we face? How do we remain viable? We can remain hopeful.  

 

Ideas: 

~The Church is not a physical building. The Church is the people. How can we minister outside the                     

building? Can we meet people where they are, like a charging station? 

~Cooperative ministry between area churches 

~Cooperative ministry with Christian camps. 

~How do we personalize faith for all members? How do we reach out to all members? Maintaining                                

traditions yet meeting the needs of a new generation.  

~Is there a way to reach kids in their language? For example, through social media. 

~Don’t be afraid to tell your story.  

B)  Sweat shirt Sale is completed. Shirts will be available soon. 

C)  We have several children that may be interested in First Communion. Michelle and Jody will discuss 

with parents and determine a time for 3- 1 hour sessions. These students would also be encouraged to 

help acolyte.   

D)  If we are able to coordinate family worship participants, it would be much appreciated. 

Motion to approve minutes by Jody, second by Kay.

An Interview with Rev. Deborah Lyanga 

My name is Deborah Lyanga. I was ordained as a pastor in the Evangelical Lutheran Church of Tanzania in 2005. 
I hold a master’s degree in Missiology from Tumaini University Makumira. I have worked as a parish pastor as well 
as the Woman General Secretary in the Central Diocese of the Evangelical Lutheran Church of Tanzania. I am 
married to Rev. Emmanuel Kaghondi, and we are blessed with two boys, Mercy and Abner. 

You have been very involved in preaching and leading workshops while you’ve been here in Minnesota. 

What do you find most life-giving about these experiences? 

First of all, I am so happy to be among the members of this synod. In every parish that I visited, I have been so 
welcomed and I feel at home. Pastors and congregants are so kind, I experience love and care. All of the people I 
visit are eager to learn things. I feel happy and honored to work among brothers and sisters in the synod. Please 
contact me if you’re interested in a visit to your congregation: debo7944@gmail.com. 

The Global Mission Companion Synods Table focuses a lot on the accompaniment model. What does               

accompaniment mean to you? 

I relate the accompaniment model with a couple who were originally from different families, situations, back-
grounds, etc but decided to live together as husband and wife or partners. What brings them together is the model 
of accompaniment. They have their differences but they are walking together, sharing their ideas, lifelong histories, 
and experiences which gives them a way forward to the present and to the future situation. Accompaniment for me 
is an act of sharing the stories and listening and growing together in strength, understanding and trust. 

What do you most hope people in the Southeastern MN Synod would come to know about life in the                     

Central Diocese of Tanzania? 

One of the things that I would like the people of Southeastern Minnesota Synod to experience in Tanzania is the 
community life. The basis for the ‘Ubuntu African Philosophy’ is a full recognition of our interdependence. It is the 
idea that we depend on each other…that we cannot be what we are without other people. So Ubuntu – or human-
ness – is to know, to understand and to value one another despite of our differences. 

When did you begin to sense a call from God to become a church leader? 

Actually my call was from outside, so it was very difficult for me to understand if it was a God’s choice or my 
parent’s choice. I did not want to be a pastor and I had no peace about it, but I got a little light of my call after four 
months of joining the theological college. For some reason, I found peace in my heart on becoming a pastor. Every 
day now I continue to understand and believe in God’s purpose in my call through people I serve.
